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Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder


Nearly 4 million children have learning disabilities.  Of these, at least 2070 have a type of disorder that leaves them unable to focus their attention.


Some children and adults who have attention disorder appear to daydream excessively, and even though you get their attention, they still can be easily distracted.


In a large proportion of affected children, mostly who are boys; the attention deficit is accompanied by hyperactivity.  They seem unable to sit still; they act impulsively running into traffic or toppling desks.  They blurt out answers and interrupt.  When playing games they cannot wait their turn.    Because of their constant motion and explosive energy hyperactive children often get into trouble with parents, teachers and peers.


By adolescence physical hyperactivity usually subsides into fidgeting and restlessness.  But the problem with attention and concentration often continue into adulthood.  Adults with ADHD often have trouble organizing tasks or completing their work.  They have trouble listening or following directions.  Their work may be messy and appear carelessly presented.


What Causes Learning Disabilities


Mental health professionals’ stress that since no one knows what causes learning disabilities, it doesn’t help parents to look backward to search for possible reasons.


New evidence seem to show that most learning disabilities do not stem from a single specific area of the brain, but from difficulties in bringing information from various regions.


Today a leading theory from scientist suggests that disabilities stem from subtle disturbances in brain structure and function.  Some scientists believe that in many cases the disturbance began well before birth.


Even though learning disabilities can’t be cured, there is still cause for hope with age-appropriate help from involved parents and clinicians.  When children have learning disabilities, parents may need to work harder at developing self-esteem and relationship skills. Thus children with ADHD become better able to suppress their hyperactivity and channel it into more acceptable behaviors..


Besides behavior modification, medications regularly prescribed for ADHD include, stimulants, tranquilizers, and antidepressants.


Ritalin was first introduced into the medical community in 1960.  It is the most frequently prescribed medication for ADHD and related behavior disorders.  It is estimated that nearly two million children in the country are presently taking the drug although many are “forced” to do so.  Nevertheless, forced drug therapy is an area of much controversy.  The first involves the parent or caretaker demanding that a child take medication.  The second type of forced drug therapy involves schooling. Various educational districts have sought court orders to require that parents medicate their children during school hours.  


Ongoing Research:


Sophisticated brain imaging technology is now making it possible to directly observe the brain at work.


Clinical research continues to collect data on the causes of this learning disorder.


As research deepens our understanding, we approach a future where we can prevent certain brain and mental disorders, make valid diagnoses and treat each effectively.  This is the hope, mission, and vision of the National Institute of Mental Health.

They all remembered the excitement of standing on the sidewalk  of CBC waiting for the Boro Buses (the only bus company at the time) to arrive and then getting a seat on the bus.  You can be sure very few children fell asleep during the two-hour bus ride to Coney Island.  Even though the children were filled with laughter expecting a fun filled day, their teachers, Mrs. Madge Williams, Mrs. Emily Cheek, Mrs. Bernice Bennett and Mrs. Annie Jackson along with parents said a pray-thanking God for the sunshine.





 Everyone carried their picnic lunch and of course the main foods were fried chicken, ham and cheese, and bologna and cheese sandwiches made with butter instead of mayonnaise (because it was healthier), hard boiled eggs with salt and pepper, fruit (grapes, plums, peaches) and potato chips.  Ronnie’s Aunt Margaret Cowan was famous for her chicken sandwiches on hard rolls for the kids and veal sandwiches for the adults.  Soda was sold on the bus on the way to the picnic.  Everyone was always excited and even though they had just eaten breakfast, they could not wait to eat the goodies contained in their picnic lunches.





Every year the best picnics were held at Coney Island until the year it caught on fire and the Sunday School Picnic was held at Dorney Park/White Water Kingdom, or Palisades Park or Shark River Park where they hunted for fossils in the stream and was chased by the ever friendly ducks who didn’t want the people, just their food.  More recently the Sunday School picnic trip is at Great Adventure/Six Flags in Jackson.
